These methods include
paying at financial institutions, or convenience stores (for tax payments under NT$30,000), ATM
transfer, Internet financial IC card transfer, payment via credit card, mobile payment Apps, access
the local tax network reporting system, and check and pay taxes online, designated account
transfer, and current (savings) account transfer.
